	2. Conquistador
	A Spanish soldier-explorer who sought personal riches and power, as well as wealth and glory for Spain, in the conquest of the Americas.

	3. Mission
	A religious settlement

	4. 1519
	Alonzo de Pineda mapped the Texas coast

	5. Viceroy
	An official who rules in the name of the king or queen

	6. Province
	A district of a colony or country; similar to a state

	7. Navigate
	To find a way to pass over or along a body of water

	8. Presidio
	Fort or military outpost

	9. Friar
	A Catholic priest who belongs to a religious order

	10. Tejano
	People of Mexican heritage who considers Texas their home

	11. Mestizo
	Person of mixed Spanish and Native American heritage

	12. Expedition
	Journey or voyage with a particular purpose such as exploration.

	13. Jose de Escandon
	Spanish military commander, founded 20 settlements in the Rio Grande Valley

	14. Alonzo de Pineda
	First European to map the Texas coast from Florida to Mexico in 1519

	15. Cabeza de Vaca
	First European considered to be the first historian in Texas because he documented his journey. Was shipwrecked near Galveston, named the island Malhado, Spanish for “isle of misfortune”

	16. Estevanico
	African slave who communicated with Native tribes, traveled with Cabeza de Vaca, both were known as healers

	17. La Salle
	First French explorer to enter Texas, built a settlement and named it Fort St. Louis

	18. Louisiana Purchase
	Area of land purchased from France by the United States in 1803, doubling the size  the U.S.

	19. Fray Damian Marcos
	Appointed by viceroy of Mexico to search for gold, falsely reports that he saw the Seven cities of gold referred to as Cibola

	20. Fray D. Massanet
	Founded the first mission in East Texas, San Francisco de los Tejas

	21. Margil de Jesus
	Established the most successful of all Texas missions, San Jose y San Miguel de Aguayo in San Antonio 

	22. Francisco Hidalgo
	Advocate of missions among the Native Americans in east Texas

	23. Primary source
	A document or object written or created during the time of an event

	24. Secondary source
	A document or object that analyzes a primary source

	25. Chronology
	The arrangement of events or dates in the order of their occurrence
