	1. Filibuster
	An individual who carries out unauthorized warfare against a foreign country 

	2. Alliance
	An agreement among countries to work together

	3. Father Miguel Hidalgo
	A priest who issued a call for rebellion against Spanish Authorities. His Grito de Delores marked the beginning of the Mexican War of Independence.

	4. September 16, 1821
	Date when Mexico gained its independence from Spain

	5. Jose Gutiérrez de Lara
	Sought help from the US to continue the fight for Mexican Independence and free Texas from Spanish rule. Joined with Augustus Magee to form the Republican Army of the North.

	6. Battle of Medina
	Event where the Republican Army were overwhelmed and defeated by Spanish forces. This defeated led to Spain regaining control of Texas. 

	7. Mexican Constitution of 1824
	Federalist constitution that divided Mexico into 19 states and 4 territories, combining Texas with Coahuila, and allowed Texas one representative in a 12-member state legislature. 

	8. Coahuila y Tejas
	The Mexican states of Coahuila and Texas were united into one state under the Constitution of 1824

	9. State Colonization Law of 1825
	Passed to help increase Texas’ population and attract settlers; encouraged many people to become empresarios.  

	10. Moses Austin
	Was the first man to gain permission from Spain to bring settlers from the US to Texas, but died of pneumonia.

	11. Stephen F. Austin
	Most successful empresario, brought the first 300 families to Texas.

	12. Erasmo Seguin
	 A leading San Antonio businessman sent to inform Austin that his request to colonize Texas had been approved by the government. 

	13. Martin de Leon
	Received a land grant to establish the only colony settled mainly by Mexican families and founded the town of Victoria.   

	14. Green DeWitt
	Granted permission to settle 400 families next to Austin’s original colony; founded the town of Gonzales.  2nd most influential empresario.

	15. Republic
	A government in which the people elect representatives to make governmental decisions

	16. Anglo-American
	A white person living in the US and who is not Hispanic

	17. Old Three Hundred
	The first settlers of Austin’s colony

	18. Depression 
	A period of low economic activity and high unemployment

	19. Survey 
	To measure the boundaries of something, such as land

	20. Empresario
	Spanish word for a land agent whose job it was to bring new settlers into an area 

	21. Militia
	A group of citizens acting as a military force

	22. Federalist 
	Someone who believes in sharing power between the states and the national government

	23. centralist
	Someone who believes power should be concentrated in the national government
